Northampton is a bustling market town centrally located right in the heart of England. At one time Northampton rivalled London as the seat of government when royal parliaments and councils were held at Northampton Castle, one of the favourite residences of the Kings of England.  The twentieth century saw rapid expansion and the development of Northampton into the thriving cultural centre it is today. Northampton is very well located for transport links and easy access to London and all its famous sights and attractions.
The EAC summer school takes place at the superb Avenue Campus of the University of Northampton; ideally situated opposite Northampton’s largest park and just a 15-minute walk from the town centre.  The campus has excellent facilities including high standard en-suite residential accommodation, classrooms and Internet facilities, a modern refectory and Students’ Union disco, all of which are on site.  

Ample football pitches and playing fields are located directly opposite the college site on Northampton’s largest park. A sports hall and tennis courts are available to EAC students nearby.

The campus is very compact which makes it easy for groups to move between accommodation and catering facilities, educational and recreational facilities.
EAC students are accommodated in the modern accommodation block on campus.  All rooms are very good quality single en-suite and are arranged in apartments of 5 – 6.  Each apartment has its own kitchen/common room area.  All rooms are very well furnished and carpeted. Rooms are lockable and students will be issued with a key. Homestay accommodation is available here with carefully selected local hosts.
