Located on the popular Sussex coast, the attractive seaside town of Hastings has a population of about 85,000. The EAC summer school takes place at the campus of Hastings College where bright, modern classroom facilities are available.  Accommodation is provided in a town centre residence. The residential accommodation offers very modern, high quality, multi-bedded rooms with their own en-suite bathroom facilities.  A full activity programme utilises facilities available within the town. Hastings has a long history of welcoming young language learners to the town and is well prepared for the influx of visitors in the summer. Quiet through the winter the town comes alive in the summer months and is packed full of visitors learning English from all over the world. EAC students are guaranteed to mix with people from a great many different countries and cultures, making for an unforgettable experience.
Some residential accommodation is available for EAC students at The Hotel 66 at White Rock, near the town centre and overlooking the sea.  Inside, the hotel is furnished to a very high standard, and the team of dedicated staff there are warm and friendly to all EAC students.  The large rooms can accommodate up to 8 students in modern comfortable bunk beds, and each room has bathroom facilities en-suite. (The shower ratio is 1:4.) There are a limited number of en-suite single rooms available for group leaders. As well as a large dining room, there is a fantastic common room where EAC students can relax, watch TV or a film, or play games with their friends on evenings when there are no ‘official’ evening activities organised by EAC. Home stay accommodation is also available with carefully selected local hosts in Hastings who will provide a caring and friendly home for students to live in and study from.
