Bath is one of a select number of World Heritage Cities in the UK and if you have visited it before it is easy to see why so many people are interested in helping to preserve its unique splendour. Bath’s Roman origins are clearly visible today and one major attraction is the Roman Baths.  Bath grew into an important commercial town and in Georgian times Bath’s wealth and status rocketed, leaving behind a huge collection of period buildings. These honey-coloured crescents with their impressive facades give Bath an unquestionably romantic feel. There are also some fantastic museums to visit, the costume museum, a history of British fashion through the centuries, and the Jane Austen Centre, dedicated to the life and work of the great writer, one of Bath’s finest publicists.
The EAC summer school takes place on the campus of the University of Bath. The university offers good accommodation, a beautifully landscaped, self-contained campus and stunning sports facilities.

Millions of pounds have been invested in creating a sporting centre of excellence.  The result is a university with Olympian facilities, a superb 50m pool and an additional 25m one, 8 indoor tennis courts and a fabulous outdoor running track.  The grounds are spectacular with a beautiful barbecue area beside the campus lake. The modern, light refectory serves carefully prepared meals to EAC staff and students.
EAC students are accommodated at the campus of the University of Bath, within the city, and only 2km from the city centre. The campus is completely self-contained with all facilities on one site. Rooms are en-suite with private bathroom facilities. The bedrooms are extremely close to the catering facilities and the teaching blocks. There are also standard rooms available that have been very recently refurbished.
