Charles Dickens was born in Portsmouth and is now celebrated at the Charles Dickens' Birthplace Museum.It was also here that Sir Arthur Conan Doyle created his most famous character, Sherlock Holmes.. Southsea, Portsmouth's popular resort has four miles of attractions, beaches and seafront promenade offering stunning views across the Solent. Many new leisure and tourist attractions are being created, including six kilometres of promenades around the harbour and the Gunwharf Quays development, which incorporates the Spinnaker Tower, with facilities for shopping, leisure, restaurants and bars. Visitors can enjoy unparalleled access to the waterfront and waterbus services will link both sides of the harbour.
